FULL FAST: Drink only liquids (you establish the number of days).

GRADUAL FAST: Abstain from all sweets and deserts the 1st week,
then meats 2" week, breads and carbohydrates the 3rd week, just
fruits and vegetables last 6 days, just water the last day if you wish.

THE DANIEL FAST: Eat no meat, no sweets and no bread. Drink
water and juice. Eat fruits and vegetables.

3-DAY FAST: This fast can be a Full Fast, Daniel Fast or give up at
least one item of food.

PARTIAL FAST: A partial fast is from 6:00 am to 3:00 pm or from
sun up to sundown. You can select from three types of fasting — a
Full Fast, Daniel Fast or give up at least one item of food.

CORPORATE FAST: A fast done with a body of believers.

Fast from food, and (???) Thursday of each week for the month of
Februhary. Have Corporate Prayer every Thursday for the rest of the
month.
