Aaron and his sons did not wash themselves; they
recelved a washing.

This was humbling, because it took place publicly at
the door of the tabernacle of meeting. We cannot be
cleansed from our sin without being humbled first.

This great cleansing was a one-time thing. From then
on they just needed to cleanse their hands and their
feet.

Like these ancient priests, every Christian Is washed by
the work of God's word (Ephesians 5:26), by the
regenerating work of the Holy Spirit (Titus 3:5). This
cleansing work was accomplished by the death of Jesus
for us (Revelation 1:5) and appropriated by faith.
