The Likeness of his Ressurection

Jeremiah 18:4 And the vessel that he made of clay was 

marred in the hand of the potter: so he made it again 

another vessel, as seemed good to the potter to make it.



The first Adam (Image) fell

• Romans 5:12 Wherefore, as 
by one man sin entered into 
the world, and death by sin; 
and so death passed upon all 
men, for that all have sinned:

• 13 (For until the law sin was 
in the world: but sin is not 
imputed when there is no law.

• 14 Nevertheless death 
reigned from Adam to Moses, 
even over them that had not 
sinned after the similitude of 
Adam's transgression, who is 
the figure of him that was to 
come.



The broken Image

Galatians 5:19 Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are 
these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, 20 Idolatry, 
witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, 
heresies, 21 Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such 
like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time 
past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of 
God.

Genesis 6:5 And GOD saw that the wickedness 
of man was great in the earth, and that every 
imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only 
evil continually.

6 ¶And it repented the LORD that he had made 
man on the earth, and it grieved him at his heart.

7 And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom 
I have created from the face of the earth; both 
man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the 
fowls of the air; for it repenteth me that I have 
made them.



The New Image

Hebrews 1:1 ¶God, who at sundry 
times and in divers manners spake 
in time past unto the fathers by the 
prophets,

2 Hath in these last days spoken 
unto us by his Son, whom he hath 
appointed heir of all things, by 
whom also he made the worlds;

3 Who being the brightness of his 
glory, and the express image of his 
person, and upholding all things 
by the word of his power, when he 
had by himself purged our sins, sat 
down on the right hand of the 
Majesty on high;



A New Image!

Matthew 5:43 ¶Ye have heard that it 
hath been said, Thou shalt love thy 
neighbour, and hate thine enemy. 
44 But I say unto you, Love your 
enemies, bless them that curse you, 
do good to them that hate you, and 
pray for them which despitefully use 
you, and persecute you; 45 That ye 
may be the children of your Father 
which is in heaven: for he maketh his 
sun to rise on the evil and on the 
good, and sendeth rain on the just 
and on the unjust.

Remaking the image ?

Ecclesiastes 2:11 Then I looked 
on all the works that my hands 
had wrought, and on the labour 
that I had laboured to do: and, 
behold, all was vanity and 
vexation of spirit, and there was 
no profit under the sun.

Romans 7:18 For I know that in me (that is, in my flesh,) dwelleth no 
good thing: for to will is present with me; but how to perform that 
which is good I find not. 19 For the good that I would I do not: but 
the evil which I would not, that I do. 20 Now if I do that I would not, 
it is no more I that do it, but sin that dwelleth in me.



Only the potter can work the clay
Matthew 19:23 ¶Then said 
Jesus unto his disciples, Verily I 
say unto you, That a rich man 
shall hardly enter into the 
kingdom of heaven.

24 And again I say unto you, It 
is easier for a camel to go 
through the eye of a needle, 
than for a rich man to enter into 
the kingdom of God.

25 When his disciples heard it, 
they were exceedingly amazed, 
saying, Who then can be saved?

26 But Jesus beheld them, and 
said unto them, With men this is 
impossible; but with God all 
things are possible



New man, New Image

• Ephesians 4:24 And that 
ye put on the new man, 
which after God is created 
in righteousness and true 
holiness.

• Colossians 3:10 And have 
put on the new man, 
which is renewed in 
knowledge after the image 
of him that created him:

Mark 2:22 And no man putteth new wine into old bottles: 
else the new wine doth burst the bottles, and the wine is 
spilled, and the bottles will be marred: but new wine must be 
put into new bottles.



The Likeness of his death
“marred” image must be destroyed!

Romans 8:7 Because the carnal 
mind is enmity against God: for it is 
not subject to the law of God, neither 
indeed can be.

Romans 6:4 Therefore we are buried 
with him by baptism into death: that 
like as Christ was raised up from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, even 
so we also should walk in newness of 
life.



But the Spirit CANNOT quicken 
(make alive) the new man if the old 

man is not dead

• Romans 8:11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus 

from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the 

dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that 

dwelleth in you.



• Romans 6:5 For if we have been planted 

together in the likeness of his death, we 

shall be also in the likeness of his 

resurrection:

Romans 6: 3 Know ye not, that so many of us as were 

baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death:

The Seed will not quicken, unless 
its planted! (DIES)

• 1 Corinthians 15:35 ¶But some man will say, How 
are the dead raised up? and with what body do they 
come?

• 36 Thou fool, that which thou sowest is NOT 

QUICKENED, except it die: (planted 
by baptism in CHRIST)

• 37 And that which thou sowest, thou sowest not that 
body that shall be, but bare grain, it may chance of 
wheat, or of some other grain:

• 38 But God giveth it a body as it hath pleased him, 
and to every seed his own body.



The “Likeness of his Resurrection”
• 1 Corinthians 15:49 And as we 

have borne the image of the 
earthy, we shall also bear the 
image of the heavenly.

• 50 Now this I say, brethren, that 
flesh and blood cannot inherit the 
kingdom of God; neither doth 
corruption inherit incorruption.

• 51 ¶Behold, I shew you a 
mystery; We shall not all sleep, 
but we shall all be changed,

• 52 In a moment, in the twinkling 
of an eye, at the last trump: for 
the trumpet shall sound, and the 
dead shall be raised incorruptible, 
and we shall be changed.
