• The Beast from the Earth: A person The false 

Prophet

• The Dragon



The Beast from the Sea!

• Revelation 13:1 ¶And I stood 
upon the sand of the sea, and saw 
a beast rise up out of the sea, 
having seven heads and ten horns, 
and upon his horns ten crowns, 
and upon his heads the name of 
blasphemy.

• 2 And the beast which I saw was 
like unto a leopard, and his feet 
were as the feet of a bear, and his 
mouth as the mouth of a lion: and 
the dragon gave him his power, 
and his seat, and great authority.



What is the beast from the sea ?
• Revelation 12:3 And there appeared 

another wonder in heaven; and behold 
a great red dragon, having seven 
heads and ten horns, and seven 
crowns upon his heads.

• 7 And there was war in heaven: 
Michael and his angels fought against 
the dragon; and the dragon fought and 
his angels,

• 8 And prevailed not; neither was their 
place found any more in heaven.

• 9 And the great dragon was cast out, 
that old serpent, called the Devil, and 
Satan, which deceiveth the whole 
world: he was cast out into the earth, 
and his angels were cast out with him.

heaven; and behold a great red 

dragon, having seven heads and 

ten horns, 



An image of worship !

• Revelation 13:4 And they 
worshipped the dragon which 
gave power unto the beast: and 
they worshipped the beast, 
saying, Who is like unto the 
beast? who is able to make war 
with him?

• 5 And there was given unto him 
a mouth speaking great things 
and blasphemies; and power was 
given unto him to continue forty 
and two months.



The false prophet

• Revelation 13:11 ¶And I beheld 
another beast coming up out of the 
earth; and he had two horns like a 
lamb, and he spake as a dragon.

• Revelation 13:13 And he doeth great 
wonders, so that he maketh fire come 
down from heaven on the earth in the 
sight of men,

• 14 And deceiveth them that dwell on 
the earth by the means of those 
miracles which he had power to do in 
the sight of the beast; saying to them 
that dwell on the earth, that they 
should make an image to the beast, 
which had the wound by a sword, 
and did live.

Acts 3:22 For Moses 
truly said unto the 
fathers, A prophet 
shall the Lord your 
God raise up unto 
you of your 
brethren, like unto 
me; him shall ye 
hear in all things 
whatsoever he shall 
say unto you.

Revelation 16:13 And I saw 

three unclean spirits like frogs 

come out of the mouth of the 

dragon, and out of the mouth 

of the beast, and out of the 

mouth of the false prophet.



The False Image 

• Revelation 13:14 And deceiveth
them that dwell on the earth by the 
means of those miracles which he 
had power to do in the sight of the 
beast; saying to them that dwell on 
the earth, that they should make an 
image to the beast, which had the 
wound by a sword, and did live.

• 15 And he had power to give life 
unto the image of the beast, that the 
image of the beast should both speak, 
and cause that as many as would not 
worship the image of the beast 
should be killed.

Satan needs a body!
Revelation 9: 2 And he opened the 
bottomless pit; and there arose a smoke 
out of the pit, as the smoke of a great 
furnace; and the sun and the air were 
darkened by reason of the smoke of the 
pit.
