Ephesians 1:1 ¶Paul, an apostle of Jesus 

Christ by the will of God, to the saints 

which are at Ephesus, and to the faithful 

in Christ Jesus:



“The Praise of his Glory”

Ephesians 1:6 To the praise of the 
glory of his grace, wherein he hath 
made us accepted in the beloved.

12 That we should be to the praise 
of his glory, who first trusted in 
Christ.

14 Which is the earnest of our 
inheritance until the redemption of 
the purchased possession, unto the 
praise of his glory.

Romans 9:23 And that he might make known the riches of his 

glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore prepared unto 

glory,

Ephesians 1:13 In whom 

ye also trusted, after that 

ye heard the word of truth, 

the gospel of your 

salvation: in whom also 

after that ye believed, ye 

were sealed with that holy 

Spirit of promise,

2 Corinthians 1:22 set his seal of ownership on us, and put 

his Spirit in our hearts as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to 

come. (NLT)



Sealed By the King!
• Esther 8:7 Then the king 

Ahasuerus said unto Esther 
the queen and to Mordecai 
the Jew, Behold, I have given 
Esther the house of Haman, 
and him they have hanged 
upon the gallows, because he 
laid his hand upon the Jews.

• 8 Write ye also for the Jews, 
as it liketh you, in the king's 
name, and seal it with the 
king's ring: for the writing 
which is written in the king's 
name, and sealed with the 
king's ring, may no man 
reverse.



The sign upon the hand, & upon the forehead

and for a memorial between your eyes, that the law 
of the LORD may be in your mouth; for with a 
strong hand did the LORD bring you out of Egypt"

frontlets between your eyes; for with a mighty 
hand did the LORD bring us forth out of Egypt" —
Exodus 13:16

and they shall be as frontlets between your eyes" 
— Deuteronomy 6:8

"Therefore you shall lay these words of mine in 
your heart and in your soul; and you shall bind 
them for a sign upon your arm, and they shall be as

To Know the hope of his Calling!
Ephesians 1:16 Cease not to give 
thanks for you, making mention of 
you in my prayers;

17 That the God of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, the Father of glory, may give 
unto you the spirit of wisdom and 
revelation in the knowledge of him: 
18 The eyes of your understanding 
being enlightened; that ye may 
know what is the hope of his calling, 
and what the riches of the glory of 
his inheritance in the saints,

Isaiah 11:1 ¶And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, 

and a Branch shall grow out of his roots: 2 And the spirit of the LORD 

shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the spirit of 

counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD;



Above Principality,Power, Might, Dominion

Ephesians 1:19 And what is the 
exceeding greatness of his power to us-
ward who believe, according to the 
working of his mighty power,

20 Which he wrought in Christ, when 
he raised him from the dead, and set him 
at his own right hand in the heavenly 
places,

21 Far above all principality, and power, 
and might, and dominion, and every 
name that is named, not only in this 
world, but also in that which is to come:

22 And hath put all things under his 
feet, and gave him to be the head over 
all things to the church,

23 Which is his body, the fulness of him 
that filleth all in all.



The rulers

Colossians 2:15 And having 
spoiled principalities and 
powers, he made a shew of them 
openly, triumphing over them in 
it.

Ephesians 3:10 To the intent that 
now unto the principalities and 
powers in heavenly places might 
be known by the church the 
manifold wisdom of God,

Ephesians 6:12 For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against 

principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this 

world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.



Triumphed Over Them!
Colossians 2:15 And having spoiled 
principalities and powers, he made a 
shew of them openly, triumphing 
over them in it.

Romans 8:38 For I am persuaded, 
that neither death, nor life, nor 
angels, nor principalities, nor 
powers, nor things present, nor 
things to come,

39 Nor height, nor depth, nor any 
other creature, shall be able to 
separate us from the love of God, 
which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Colossians 1:13 Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, 

and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:

14 In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the 

forgiveness of sins:



The exceeding greatness of his power!
Ephesians 1:19 And what is the 
exceeding greatness of his power to 
us-ward who believe, according to 
the working of his mighty power,

20 Which he wrought in Christ, 
when he raised him from the dead, 
and set him at his own right hand in 
the heavenly places, 21 Far above 
all principality, and power, and 
might, and dominion, and every 
name that is named, not only in this 
world, but also in that which is to 
come: 22 And hath put all things 
under his feet, and gave him to be 
the head over all things to the 
church, 23 Which is his body, the 
fulness of him that filleth all in all.

Psalms 110:1 The LORD 
said unto my Lord, Sit thou 
at my right hand, until I 
make thine enemies thy 
footstool.

Luke 22:69 Hereafter shall 
the Son of man sit on the 
right hand of the power of 
God.

Romans 6:16 Know ye not, 
that to whom ye yield 
yourselves servants to obey, 
his servants ye are to whom ye 
obey; whether of sin unto 
death, or of obedience unto 
righteousness?

Romans 6:17 But God be 
thanked, that ye were the 
servants of sin, but ye have 
obeyed from the heart that 
form of doctrine which was 
delivered you.

Ephesians 2:4 ¶But God, who 
is rich in mercy, for his great 
love wherewith he loved us,

5 Even when we were dead in 
sins, hath quickened us 
together with Christ, (by grace 
ye are saved;)

6 And hath raised us up 
together, and made us sit 
together in heavenly places in 
Christ Jesus:

7 That in the ages to come he 
might shew the exceeding 
riches of his grace in his 
kindness toward us through 
Christ Jesus.
