DISCIPLESHIP Part 1
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What Does It Mean ?

• A Follower of Jesus

• One who embraces the 
teachings of Jesus

• Matthew 4:19 And he saith unto 
them, Follow me, and I will 
make you fishers of men.

• 20 And they straightway left 
their nets, and followed him.

• 21 And going on from thence, 
he saw other two brethren, 
James the son of Zebedee, and 
John his brother, in a ship with 
Zebedee their father, mending 
their nets; and he called them.

• 22 And they immediately left 
the ship and their father, and 
followed him.
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Disciple: A follower learning to lead!

• Matthew 10:24 The disciple 
is not above his master, nor 
the servant above his lord.

• 25 It is enough for the 
disciple that he be as his 
master, and the servant as his 
lord. If they have called the 
master of the house 
Beelzebub, how much more 
shall they call them of his 
household?
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Jesus made disciples..How?

• John 17:11 ¶And now I am no 
more in the world, but these are 
in the world, and I come to thee. 
Holy Father, keep through thine 
own name those whom thou hast 
given me, that they may be one, 
as we are.

• 12 While I was with them in the 
world, I kept them in thy name: 
those that thou gavest me I have 
kept, and none of them is lost, 
but the son of perdition; that the 
scripture might be fulfilled.

John 17:9 I pray for them: I

Disciple making is 

about relationship 

building
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Not Just Following: Practicing!

• A disciple learns by 
hearing his Master and 
doing like his Master. This 
is explicitly commanded 
by Jesus in John 13: “You 
call me ‘Teacher’ and 
‘Lord’ and rightly so, for 
that is what I am. Now that 
I your Lord and Teacher 
have washed your feet, you 
also should wash one 
another’s feet. I have set an 
example that you should do 
as I have done for you.”
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Follow to …Practice, TRUE Discipleship!

• 2 Kings 2:1 ¶And it came to 
pass, when the LORD would 
take up Elijah into heaven by 
a whirlwind, that Elijah went 
with Elisha from Gilgal.

• 2 And Elijah said unto 
Elisha, Tarry here, I pray 
thee; for the LORD hath sent 
me to Bethel. And Elisha said 
unto him, As the LORD 
liveth, and as thy soul liveth, 
I will not leave thee. So they 
went down to Bethel.
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Follow to …Practice, TRUE Discipleship!

• 2 Kings 2:9 ¶And it came to pass, 
when they were gone over, that Elijah 
said unto Elisha, Ask what I shall do 
for thee, before I be taken away from 
thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let 
a double portion of thy spirit be upon 
me.

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Recognizing TRUE Discipleship
