Before Transformation

• Matthew 26:55 In that 
same hour said Jesus to 
the multitudes, Are ye 
come out as against a thief 
with swords and staves for 
to take me? I sat daily 
with you teaching in the 
temple, and ye laid no 
hold on me.

• 56 But all this was done, 
that the scriptures of the 
prophets might be 
fulfilled. Then all the 
disciples forsook him, and 
fled.



After Transformation

Acts 4:31 And when 
they had prayed, the 
place was shaken where 
they were assembled 
together; and they were 
all filled with the Holy 
Ghost, and they spake 
the word of God with 
boldness.

Acts 4:13 Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and 
John, and perceived that they were unlearned and ignorant 
men, they marvelled; and they took knowledge of them, that 
they had been with Jesus.



The Transformation: Pentecost!
Acts 2:1 ¶And when the day of 
Pentecost was fully come, they 
were all with one accord in one 
place.

2 And suddenly there came a 
sound from heaven as of a 
rushing mighty wind, and it filled 
all the house where they were 
sitting.

3 And there appeared unto them 
cloven tongues like as of fire, and 
it sat upon each of them.

4 And they were all filled with 
the Holy Ghost, and began to 
speak with other tongues, as the 
Spirit gave them utterance.

sufferings, being made 

conformable unto his 

death;

The Dimensions of the Image: Patience
Romans 8:24 For we are 
saved by hope: but hope 
that is seen is not hope: for 
what a man seeth, why 
doth he yet hope for?

25 But if we hope for that 
we see not, then do we 
with patience wait for it.

pa·tience
noun: patience

The capacity to accept or tolerate delay, 
trouble, or suffering without getting angry 
or upset.

Patience with others is LOVE

Patience with self is HOPE

Patience with God is FAITH

Isaiah 40:31 But they that wait upon the 
LORD shall renew their strength; they 
shall mount up with wings as eagles; they 
shall run, and not be weary; and they 
shall walk, and not faint.



• John 13:35 By this shall all 

men know that ye are my 

disciples, if ye have love 

one to another.

• Romans 4:17 ¶(As it is 

written, I have made 

thee a father of many 

nations,) before him 

whom he believed, even 

God, who quickeneth 

the dead, and calleth 

those things which be 

not as though they were.

• Ephesians 4:22 That ye 

put off concerning the 

former conversation the 

old man, which is 

corrupt according to the 

deceitful lusts;

• 23 And be renewed in 

the spirit of your mind;

Romans 12:1 ¶I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies 
of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, 
acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.

Romans 12:2 And be not 

conformed to this world: 

but be ye transformed by 

the renewing of your mind, 

that ye may prove what is 

that good, and acceptable, 

and perfect, will of God.
