1 Corinthians 15:29 Else what shall they do which are 

baptized for the dead (for their own death), if the dead 

rise not at all? why are they then baptized for the 

dead? 

THIS IS THE SALVATION REASON FOR BAPTISM!
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The Seed will not quicken, unless its 

planted! (DIES)

The Fig leaves tried to cover the Body 

:But that was not enough!
Genesis 3:8 And they heard 

the voice of the LORD God 

walking in the garden in the 

cool of the day: and Adam and 

his wife hid themselves from 

the presence of the LORD God 

amongst the trees of the 

garden.

Two Coverings were now required
One for the Body, & One for the soul!

The Temporary Covering

• Leviticus 17:13 And whatsoever man 

there be of the children of Israel, or of the 

strangers that sojourn among you, which 

hunteth and catcheth any beast or fowl 

that may be eaten; he shall even pour out 

the blood thereof, and cover it with dust.

The Covering of perfection: The Glory of 

God
Ezekiel 1:27 And I saw as the 
colour of amber, as the appearance 
of fire round about within it, from 
the appearance of his loins even 
upward, and from the appearance 
of his loins even downward, I saw 
as it were the appearance of fire, 
and it had brightness round about.

28 As the appearance of the 
bow that is in the cloud in the 
day of rain, so was the 
appearance of the brightness 
round about.

3 For what the law could not do, in that it 
was weak through the flesh, God sending 
his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, 
and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:
