• Matthew 24:4 ¶And Jesus answered and said unto 
them, Take heed that no man deceive you.

• 5 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am 
Christ; and shall deceive many.



When shall these things be?

•Matthew 24:6 And ye shall hear of wars 
and rumours of wars: see that ye be not 
troubled: for all these things must come 
to pass, but the end is not yet.
• 7 For nation shall rise against nation, 

and kingdom against kingdom: and there 
shall be famines, and pestilences, and 
earthquakes, in divers places.
• 8 All these are the beginning of 

sorrows.



•Matthew 24:9 Then shall they deliver 
you up to be afflicted, and shall kill 
you: and ye shall be hated of all 
nations for my name's sake.
•10 And then shall many be offended, 
and shall betray one another, and 
shall hate one another.
•11 And many false prophets shall 
rise, and shall deceive many.



Times of the Gentiles begins

On Tisha B'Av, 25 August 587 BCE or 18 July 586 BCE, the 
Babylonians took Jerusalem, destroyed the First Temple and burned 
down the city. Zedekiah attempted escaping but was captured near 

Jericho.



Times of the Gentiles
• 2 Kings 25:1 ¶And it came to pass in the ninth year of his reign, in the tenth 

month, in the tenth day of the month, that Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon 
came, he, and all his host, against Jerusalem, and pitched against it; and they 
built forts against it round about.

• 2 And the city was besieged unto the eleventh year of king Zedekiah.
• 3 And on the ninth day of the fourth month the famine prevailed in the city, 

and there was no bread for the people of the land.
• 4 And the city was broken up, and all the men of war fled by night by the 

way of the gate between two walls, which is by the king's garden: (now the 
Chaldees were against the city round about:) and the king went the way 
toward the plain.

• 5 And the army of the Chaldees pursued after the king and overtook him in 
the plains of Jericho: and all his army were scattered from him.

• 9 And he burnt the house of the LORD, and the king's house, and all the 
houses of Jerusalem, and every great man's house burnt he with fire.

• 10 And all the army of the Chaldees, that were with the captain of the 
guard, brake down the walls of Jerusalem round about.



Who Controls Jerusalem ?
On 29 November 1947 the UN 
General Assembly passed a 
resolution which, as part of its 
Partition Plan for Palestine, 
included the establishment of 
Jerusalem as a separate 
international entity under the 
auspices of the United Nations, a 
so-called corpus separatum.



How Long ?
• Daniel 8:13 Then I heard one saint 

speaking, and another saint said 
unto that certain saint which spake, 
How long shall be the vision 
concerning the daily sacrifice, and 
the transgression of desolation, to 
give both the sanctuary and the 
host to be trodden under foot?
• 14 And he said unto me, Unto two 

thousand and three hundred days; 
then shall the sanctuary be 
cleansed.



Dual fulfillment

• Seleucid King Antiochus IV Epiphanes launched a massive campaign of repression 
against the Jewish religion in 168 BCE. 
• Jewish practices were banned, Jerusalem was placed under direct Seleucid control, and 

the Second Temple in Jerusalem was made the site of a syncretic Pagan-Jewish cult. 
• This repression triggered a revolt with a group of Jewish fighters led by Judas 

Maccabeus (Judah Maccabee) and his family rebelling in 167 BCE and seeking 
independence. The rebels as a whole would come to be known as the Maccabees, and 
their actions would be chronicled later in the books of 1 Maccabees and 2 Maccabees.



The Feast of Lights

• In 164 BCE, the Maccabees captured Jerusalem, a 
significant early victory. The subsequent cleansing 
of the temple and rededication of the altar on 25 
Kislev is the source of the festival of Hanukkah. 
The Seleucids eventually relented and unbanned 
Judaism
• John 10:22 ¶And it was at Jerusalem the feast of 

the dedication, and it was winter.
• 23 And Jesus walked in the temple in Solomon's 

porch.
• 24 Then came the Jews round about him, and said 

unto him, How long dost thou make us to 
doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly.



The Second fulfilment
• Daniel 8: 9 Then from one of the prominent 

horns came a small horn whose power grew 
very great. It extended toward the south and the 
east and toward the glorious land of Israel. 
• 10 Its power reached to the heavens, where it 

attacked the heavenly army, throwing some of 
the heavenly beings and some of the stars to the 
ground and trampling them. 
• 11 It even challenged the Commander of 

heaven’s army by canceling the daily sacrifices 
offered to him and by destroying his Temple.
• 12 The army of heaven was restrained from 

responding to this rebellion. So the daily 
sacrifice was halted, and truth was overthrown. 
The horn succeeded in everything it did.[d]



The Daily (Continual) Sacrifice “Ha Tamyd”
• Exodus 29:38 ¶Now this is that which 

thou shalt offer upon the altar; two 
lambs of the first year day by day 
continually.
• 39 The one lamb thou shalt offer in the 

morning; and the other lamb thou shalt 
offer at even:
• Psalms 141:1  LORD, I cry unto thee: 

make haste unto me; give ear unto my 
voice, when I cry unto thee.
• 2 Let my prayer be set forth before 

thee as incense; and the lifting up of my 
hands as the evening sacrifice.



The Daily (Continual) Sacrifice
• Isaiah 6:1 ¶In the year that king Uzziah died I saw 

also the Lord sitting upon a throne, high and lifted up, 
and his train filled the temple.
• 2 Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six 

wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain 
he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.
• 3 And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, 

holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of 
his glory.
• Revelation 4:8 ¶And the four beasts had each of them 

six wings about him; and they were full of eyes 
within: and they rest not day and night, saying, Holy, 
holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which was, and is, 
and is to come.
• Hebrews 13:15 By him therefore let us offer the 

sacrifice of praise to God continually, that 
is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to his name.



When was the heavenly sacrifice stopped ?
• Revelation 8:1 ¶And when he had opened the seventh seal, 

there was silence in heaven about the space of half an hour.
• 2 And I saw the seven angels which stood before God; and to 

them were given seven trumpets.
• Revelation 12:7 And there was war in heaven: Michael and 

his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and 
his angels,
• 8 And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in 

heaven.
• 9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the 

Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast 
out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
• 10 And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come 

salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the 
power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast 
down, which accused them before our God day and night.



The Beginning of the HEAVENLY cleansing!
• Daniel 8:14 And he said unto me, Unto two 

thousand and three hundred days; then shall the 
sanctuary be cleansed.
• Hebrews 9:12 Neither by the blood of goats and 

calves, but by his own blood he entered in once 
into the holy place, having obtained eternal 
redemption for us.
• 22 And almost all things are by the law purged 

with blood; and without shedding of blood is no 
remission.
• 23 It was therefore necessary that the patterns of 

things in the heavens should be purified with 
these; but the heavenly things themselves 
with better sacrifices than these.



The End Of the Times Of the Gentiles
•Revelation 6:9 ¶And when he had 
opened the fifth seal, I saw under 
the altar the souls of them that were 
slain for the word of God, and for 
the testimony which they held:
•10 And they cried with a loud 
voice, saying, How long, O Lord, 
holy and true, dost thou not judge 
and avenge our blood on them that 
dwell on the earth?



The Beginning Of the Kingdom Reign
• Revelation 19:11 ¶And I saw heaven opened, and behold a 

white horse; and he that sat upon him was called Faithful and 
True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war.
• 12 His eyes were as a flame of fire, and on his head were many 

crowns; and he had a name written, that no man knew, but he 
himself.
• 13 And he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his 

name is called The Word of God.
• 14 And the armies which were in heaven followed him upon 

white horses, clothed in fine linen, white and clean.
• 15 And out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he 

should smite the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of 
iron: and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and wrath 
of Almighty God.
• 16 And he hath on his vesture and on his thigh a name written, 

KING OF KINGS, AND LORD OF LORDS.

• Daniel 2:42 And as the toes of the feet were 

part of iron, and part of clay, so the kingdom 
shall be partly strong, and partly broken.
• 43 And whereas thou sawest iron mixed with 

miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with 
the seed of men: but they shall not cleave one 
to another, even as iron is not mixed with clay.
• 44 And in the days of these kings shall the 

God of heaven set up a kingdom, which shall 
never be destroyed: and the kingdom shall not 
be left to other people, but it shall break in 
pieces and consume all these kingdoms, and it 
shall stand for ever.







Look Up !
• Luke 21:28 And when these things begin to come to pass, then look 

up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh.
• 29 ¶And he spake to them a parable; Behold the fig tree, and all the 

trees;
• 30 When they now shoot forth, ye see and know of your own selves 

that summer is now nigh at hand.
• 31 So likewise ye, when ye see these things come to pass, know ye 

that the kingdom of God is nigh at hand.
• 32 Verily I say unto you, This generation shall not pass away, till all 

be fulfilled.
• 33 Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my words shall not pass 

away.
• 34 And take heed to yourselves, lest at any time your hearts be 

overcharged with surfeiting, and drunkenness, and cares of this life, 
and so that day come upon you unawares.

• 35 For as a snare shall it come on all them that dwell on the face of 
the whole earth.

• 36 Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be accounted 
worthy to escape all these things that shall come to pass, and to stand 
before the Son of man.
