An Honest Reflection
• Romans 12:3 For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is 

among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to 
think soberly, according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith.

• 4 For as we have many members in one body, and all members have not the 
same office:

• 5 So we, being many, are one body in Christ, and every one members one of 
another.

• 6 Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, whether 
prophecy, let us prophesy according to the proportion of faith;

• 7 Or ministry, let us wait on our ministering: or he that teacheth, on teaching;

that other people are prejudiced 
towards 

• an absence of praise, warmth, 
affection or interest 

• being the odd one out, at home or at 
school.

• As we grow up we take the voices of people who 

were significant to us with us
• Titus 2:3 The aged women likewise, that they be in 

behaviour as becometh holiness, not false accusers, 
not given to much wine, teachers of good things;

• 4 That they may teach the young women to be sober, 
to love their husbands, to love their children,

• 5 To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, 
obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God 
be not blasphemed.

• 6 Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded.
• 7 In all things shewing thyself a pattern of good 

works: in doctrine shewing uncorruptness, gravity, 
sincerity,



Poor Image à Poor Relationships 
• 1 Samuel 25:2 ¶And there was a man in 

Maon, whose possessions were in Carmel; and 
the man was very great, and he had three 
thousand sheep, and a thousand goats: and he 
was shearing his sheep in Carmel.
